Pre-wire installation: 

1. Slide and attach the provided arms to the ring. 

2. Fasten the arms of the bracket to the studs or rafters with the raised edge of the ring facing DOWN 
using screws. 

NOTE: Use a level when installing an in-wall speaker 

Speaker Installation: 

3. After the sheetrock or wall/ceiling is put up, using a hand sheet rock saw or comparable saw or 
cutting tool, cut a hole for the speaker to be installed. Use the edge of the ring as a guideline for 
cutting. 

4. Once the ceiling or wall has been finished and painted, insert and install the speaker as directed by 
the speaker product manual. 
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Limited Warranty
